Plas Nantglyn Clothing and Kit List

It is very important that everything taken is clearly named and taken in a soft bag or small case that will fit in a 10 inch gap beneath the beds.  

We spend much of the day outdoors so it is essential that children have enough warm clothes that can be layered to keep out the cold.
· Warm sleeping bag or covered duvet and bottom sheet (packed separately in a bin bag or similar)
· Pillow case (pillows are provided)
· Warm anorak or similar
· Waterproof coat (and trousers if you have them)
· Woolly hat or a cap
· Pair of gloves 
· Wellies with a name peg to keep them together
· Spare trainers for wet activities
· Slippers or indoor shoes
· At least 3 pairs of trousers – not denim if possible
· Shirts / t-shirts for each day, at least one that is long sleeved
· At least 3 warm jumpers/sweatshirts/fleeces
· Sufficient change of underwear/ socks etc…
· Nightclothes
· Plastic bag for dirty clothing
· Toilet bag with soap, flannel, hairbrush, toothbrush, toothpaste etc…
· Insect repellent 
· Sun cream (just in case!)
· Towel
· Water bottle
· Day bag/rucksack 
· Camera (optional and not an expensive one!)
· Pocket Money – 5 x £1 coins in an envelope with your child’s name to be handed to the teacher in charge
· Pack of cards, book etc (optional) No Electronic games, mobile phones, MP3 players etc.
Everything except bedding and wellies should be packed in the one bag, preferably with the help of your child so they know what they’ve taken with them and where to find it!
Sleeping bags etc. should be packed separately and labelled with your child’s name. Children should travel in comfortable, warm clothing (not school uniform). Each child will need a packed lunch and drink for the Tuesday and this must not be packed in the case. 
Travel pills should be given before leaving.  Pills for the other journeys (2 days involve long, bumpy coach journeys) should be placed in an envelope with your child’s name and given to the teacher before we depart. This is the same for any other medication required.
